Policy for Students with Disabilities

The policy aims to have a clear and admirable set of goals for educating students with
disabilities. This policy also aims at commitment to ensuring that these students have the
support and resources needed to succeed and to fully participate in the educational experience.

Scope:

This policy is applicable to all the educational institutions running under Atmiya Group of
Institutions managed by Sarvoday Kelavani Samaj viz. Atmiya University, Shri M. & N. Virani
Science College (GIA), Shree Atmiya Shishu Vidyamandir, Shri Sarveshwar Vidyamandir,
Shri H. L. Gandhi Vidyavihar School (GIA).

Educating Students with Disabilities:

The primary goal of the policy is to provide education and support to students with disabilities.
This includes academic, social, and personal development.

Specialized Infrastructure:

Creating physical spaces and resources that are accessible to individuals with disabilities like
wheelchair ramps, accessible restrooms, or assistive technology in classrooms.

Accessibility, Inclusivity, and Equal Opportunities:

Ensuring that students with disabilities have equal access to all educational resources,
opportunities, and activities and creating an inclusive environment where diversity is
celebrated.

Dignified Environment:

Treating all students with respect and dignity such that individuals with disabilities should not
face discrimination or stigmatization and should be able to learn and grow in a supportive
atmosphere.

Integration into Mainstream Society:

The policy aims to not only provide education but also to equip students with disabilities with
the skills and support needed to integrate into mainstream society which in turn fosters their
independence and self-sufficiency.

Development and Empowerment:

Empowering students with disabilities by providing them with the tools, knowledge, and
opportunities needed to reach their full potential which leads to increased self-confidence and
success.
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Social Inclusion:

An underlying goal of this policy is to promote social inclusion, which means ensuring that
students with disabilities are fully included in all aspects of campus life, including
extracurricular activities, social events, and clubs.

Periodic Review and Evaluation:

Establishment of mechanisms for periodic review, assessment, and evaluation of e-governance
initiatives to measure their impact and effectiveness. It is to be annually updated to stay in line
with emerging technologies and evolving educational needs. However under extraordinary
circumstances, the managing trust can amend the policy as in response to specific needs or

demands.
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
